Applications for scholarships will be accepted beginning March 31, 2025. All applications will be submitted using the website provided by
NMGC-NASP. The application deadline is at the close of business on May 2, 2025. All applicants will be notified of the award decisions in late
June 2025. Presentation of the awards will be made by the NASP Committee at the Native American Scholarship Program Awards Banquet.

To be eligible for an award, the student must be a Native American resident of the State of New Mexico, an enrolled member of a New Mexico
Pueblo, Tribe, or Nation and a graduate or expected graduate, of a New Mexico high school, or have obtained a GED from the State of New
Mexico. Students currently pursuing post-secondary education at a university, college or trade school, or are pursuing a technical training
program are eligible. Tribal enrollment status in a New Mexico Pueblo, Tribe or Nation will be verified by the applicant's respective tribal
government enrollment department.

Both full-time and part-time students are eligible and may be enrolled in the field of study of their choice.
